Section 5 is an irregularly shaped ‘island’ between
section 1 to the west and section 4 to the east.

The birth of William Wilson was registered 1850/Q3 Bath, mother’s
maiden name: Buckley.

In the 1851 census at 1 Belmont, Bath: James Wilson, aged 34,
married, architect, born in Middlesex, children: Maria I, aged 6, born
at Bath, James B W, aged 4, born at Bath, and William, aged 9
months, born at Bath, Ralph Wilson, aged 32, unmarried, architect,
born in Middlesex, and three servants.

The death of Maria Wilson, aged 42, was registered 1858/Q3 Bath.
From the burial register: Maria Wilson, aged 43, of Charlecombe, was
buried on 24 Jul 1858.

The death of William Wilson, aged 8, was registered 1859/Q2 Bath.
From the burial register: William Wilson, aged 8, of Charlecombe, was
buried on 14 Jun 1859.
